Pele is also going to apply for the privilege to host the 2004 summer Olympic Games and the football World Cup in 2006.
Will Brazil Host the World Cup?

Many have forgotten that World Cup '94, the football championships which were brilliantly held last summer in the United States, could have taken place in Brazil. However, for a number of reasons Brazil lost the competition with the United States in the fight to host the tournament. First, surprisingly enough for Brazilians, the American application was supported in the propaganda campaign by the legendary Pele. Second, the desire o
f the Coca-Cola corporation to see the soccer festival in the United States also played a significant role. Third, Brazil's Joao Havelange, president of the 'International Football Federation (FIFA), refused to take a pro-Brazilian position.
Today Brazil again dreams of hosting the World Cup games. The tournament could take place on its territory in 2006. The next championship will be held in 1998 in France. FIFA will have to choose a country in Asia for 2002. There will not be many options – either Japan or South Korea (the option of a joint application with North Korea is also possible).
What will happen? In addition to Brazil, Germany and South Africa are also considering applying to host the tournament in the year 2006.
Some FIFA experts believe that with the increase in the number of World Cup finalists, only a limited number of countries are capable of hosting the costly competition. Above all these countries include Germany, France, Italy, Britain, the United States, Japan and, possibly, Brazil. According to preliminary figures, should the tournament be held in Brazil, it will cost them $5 billion. This is taking into consideration that the country already has finished stadiums which will only require surface repairs.
There are several arguments against serious consideration of Brazil's candidacy. For example the Brazilian Sports Confederation fears that its proposal may be "killed" by FIFA right from the start due to increasing violence in Brazilian stadiums.
Brazil's national football team is a four time world champion. It won all its titles abroad – in Sweden (1958), Chile (1962), Mexico (1970) and the United States (1994). The World Cup was played in Brazil only once – in 1950 – and Brazilians sensationally lost it to Uruguay.

Football Star Enters Political Field

Edson Arantes do Nascimento, known throughout the world as Pele, has been named Minister for Sport.

 Pele was a former football all-star who has been striving for a long time to go into politics. Much to the surprise of observers, he immediately accepted the appointment by Brazilian President Fernando Henrique Cardoso to the post of Extraordinary Minister for Sport.
Pele said that he had no political interests in the new post: "I decided to take this appointment simply to return to my country all that it gave me." Meanwhile, the king of football is well known in the world of politics. Since giving up football he has met with 2 heads of the Vatican, 10 kings, 5 emperors, 70 presidents, and 40 prime ministers.In Brazil Pele is a hero, having helped the country win three football world championship titles. He has been presented with the highest awards of the republic. The latest one National Order of Dignity – he received three years ago "for his work in popularizing sports and environmental protection and for a 'crusade' against narcomania." The first order was presented to Pele for the fight he led against illiteracy in Brazil: hundreds of thousands of his countrymen learned to read and write simply by reading the autobiographical notes of the best footballer of the century.
Pele is irritated by people who try to predict who will succeed him. Often Pele is compared to Maradona. Pele and Maradona don't like such comparisons and both say that "Pele is Pele, and Maradona is Maradona."
Shortly before the opening of the World Cup in Mexico Maradona and Pele exchanged remarks which have caught the attention of the world of football. Information appeared at that time, saying that Pele had offered his services to Tele Santana, the coach of the Brazilian national team. Pele believed that in two or three weeks he will be able to prepare physically and play at least half the game. Maradona was asked what he thought about this, to which he responded: "If this is so then Pele should consult a psychiatrist." Pele in turn responded: "Let Maradona live as long as I live and secondly play as many games as I have and score more than 1,000 goals. After that he can say whatever he wants."
Pele as minister has plans fit for Napoleon. They mainly concern the revival of amateur sport, especially among the most needy. After the appointment, Pele declared his intention to apply for financial aid to private companies and charitable

On Team Australia, which lost last year's final to Germany with a score of 1-4, there is a new captain (as coaches are known on tennis national teams). Neale Fraser,60, has resigned, explaining that he had long wanted to do this and decided to quit long before the final.
Neale Fraser has been associated with the Davis Cup since 1958. He won the only big team tennis tournament four times as a player and as many times as a coach. Fraser became head of Australia's national in 1970.
"The 35 years I've given to the Davis Cup are quite enough to quit, I believe," Neale Fraser told journalists at a press conference, not bothering to hide his tears." I dare believe that I am leaving a not at all bad heritage to my successor."
Neale Fraser's successor, is John Newcombe, 49, who once played 34 matches in the Davis Cup. He will be assisted by Tony Roche, once one of Australia's best tennis players. Until now, Newcombe has coached Ivan Lendl and participated in selection work for Australia's national team.
Newcombe intends to come to Russia a few days before the match to ensure for his team a quiet training session for the encounter which is planned to be held in St. Petersburg. In the view of Team Australia's captain, "there are no obvious favourites in the Cup's new tournament, it will be hard to play against any rival".
Last year Alexander Volkov and Andrei Chesnokov, Russia's strongest players, did not play in the Cup matches against the Germans and Cubans. A conflict had arisen between them and the national team's new captain Vadim Borisov. Today, it seems, there exists the possibility of an accord being reached. Be that as it may, it has already been reported that Alexander Volkov is ready to play in the Davis Cup.
A victory over Team Australia is within the Russia's power given one condition: if Vadim Borisov succeeds in bringing the strongest players together. Besides, the hosts of the match would have an advantage if it were possible to build a grass court for the match under the roof of the sports-concert complex in St. Petersburg. There will be a need, however, to rest content with the "supreme" artificial surface – the installation of "grass" costs a lot of money.
Besides the teams of Australia and Russia, Davis Cup-94 will feature the national teams of Belgium, Spain, the USA, Denmark, Hungary, Austria, Israel, Germany, India, Sweden, the Netherlands, Italy, the Czech Republic and France.
In the meantime the International Tennis Federation is examining the possibility of transforming the system of playing matches in the Davis Cup. There are plans to develop the tournament into a team world championship with the participation in it of eight or 16 national teams. The majority gravitates in favour of 16 teams. In this

It is not always easy for Spartak to play in Russia, but almost all teams playing against it feel doomed. The people in Togliatti, Kamyshin, Tyumen, Yekaterinburg, Na​berezhniye Chelny, Sochi, Nizhny Novgorod, Stavropol and Samara fill the stands to see Spartak, realizing that the home team can expect nothing good. An attendance record for the league games 17,000 spectators(the country's average figure is 7,000) was es​tablished in Sa​mara during the Krylya Sove​tov vs. Spartak match.
Perhaps only Volgograd's Rotor and Vladikavkaz's Spartak are able to give the champions a run for their money, but to do this they must strain themselves so hard that after the game it takes them a long time to get back into shape.
The European Cups
The fact that Spartak is unrivalled in Russia is more than compensated for by games in Europe. The coaches and manag​ers of European clubs which, by drawn lots , play against Spartak, always politely com​ment on how strong a team Spartak is, and then beat it with shameful scores.
Spartak's success in games with Liver​pool and Real of Madrid, which once en​abled Moscovites to get to the semi-finals of the European Cham​pions Cup, has been forgotten after the latest defeats in games with Olym​pique of Marseille (1:3 at home), with Antwerp of Belgium (1:3), Monaco (1:4), with Barcelona (1:5) in Spain), Dynamo Kiev (2:3 in Kiev) and Paris Saint Germain of France (1:2 in Moscow).
Most European opponents outweigh Spartak in tactics, physical fitness and indi​vidual skill. The level that allows for victory at home is insufficient for victory in Europe.
Meanwhile the International federation of the history and statistics of soccer published its own rating-list of 100 of the strongest teams in the World as of September 30, 1994. In this list Spartak, amazingly, rated 12th. Meanwhile Bavaria of Munich placed 89th and Dynamo Kiev fell to 95th place. Ratings produce many unexpected results.

Russian ‘occupation’ of NHL

If the previous championship of the National Hockey League (NHL) was marked by the performance of Alexander Mogilny (he became one of the leading scorers of the League), this season revealed Sergey Fyodorov of the Detroit Red Wings.

Seregei Fyodorov is one of the best scorers and in many respects outstrips not only his countrymen, but also such NHL stars as Mario Lemieux, Dave Andreychuk, Brett Hull, Brendan Shanahan and Jaromir Jagr.
Thanks to Sergei's goal-scoring qualities, Detroit is the most successful team in the NHL. The club's management has taken an unprecedented step: in order to tie Fyodorov to Detroit, they signed with him a new four-year contract during the season.
Actually, from the beginning of the NHL championship Sergei Fyodorov became the first challenger for participation in All Stars match between the East and West and, naturally, played together with other Russian hockey players: Alexander Mogilny, Pavel Bure, Artur Irbe, Alexey Kasatonov and Sandis Ozolins.
Fyodorov calls himself the "Leader of Detroit against his will", because of the injury of the club's Number One Steve Yizerman, who dropped out for a long time. Many in the NHL do not agree with such a modest self-appraisal. Together with Doug Gilmour from Toronto Sergei Fedorov is regarded as the best player of this season.
The season will end in May. But for the time being, after the series of matches in January and February Fedorov is second after Wayne Gretzky in the list of scorers according to the "goal-assist" system. He is only 7 points behind the best player of the NHL. The name of the ex-forward of the Central Army Club can also be found in all the statistical publications about the scorers. For example, he ranks second among those who score the most winning pucks, fourth as to the number of assists in a goal, and as to the number of throws into the goal.
There are 54 players from Russia in the NHL. The Central Army Club is represented by 21 players in American and Canadian clubs, they are followed by Moscow Dynamo (16 players), Spartak (6) and Voskresensk Khimik (5). Of course, not all of them play as brilliantly as those in the All Stars but, nevertheless, Russians play an important part in the NHL.
"Russians are remarkable players," one of the managers of Montreal Canadiens Dave Lubeau told me. "They adapt with difficulty to our life, almost all of them speak poor English. But they very quickly find a common language with teammates and professionally fulfil their duty on the pitch. When I am observing your player on the stadiums of NHL clubs I understand the disappointment of hockey fans from Russia, who are deprived of an opportunity to see the best players on their stadiums."

European football in America

For the first time ever a world soccer championship tournament will be held in the United States. From June 17 to July 17, 1994, 24 national teams , many of which have already been named after selection tournaments, will vie for the world title at the stadiums of 14 American cities.

World soccer championships are held once every four years. The venue of the last of them, in 1990, was Italy. The low popularity of soccer in the United States, however, does not mean that the tournament, the most popular in the world of sport as a whole, will fail to attract as many spectators as it did in Italy.
"In the United States, people love high-class sports spectacles,” says Franz Beckenbauer, the well-known player and one-time coach of the world-title-holding German national team. "And I have no doubt that next summer the stands of the stadiums in America will be filled to overflowing."

A recent sampling of opinion, however, showed that soccer was exceptionally unpopular with the Americans. Having polled nearly 1,500 US citizens, the company Sports Marketing Group has concluded that American football holds first place in popularity; then comes figure skating (women), followed by gymnastics, baseball, basketball... Soccer ranks 95th on that list. The legendary Brazilian player, Pele, however, believes that the poll does not reflect the Americans' real attitude towards European football.
Pele must know what he is talking about, and his view is shared by Franz Beckenbauer and another great player of the past, Dutchman Johan Cruijff; at the end of the 1970's all three took part in introducing European football to the American public and did a lot to promote the game by playing for different professional teams.
Soccer superstars from all over the world, drawn into US clubs, made Americans enamoured of the game (incidentally, the same thing is being done by Japan which wants to host the 2002 world championship tournament). As a result, there are over 1.5 million soccer players in the United States registered with the national league, and four million more, registered with regional leagues. There are soccer sections at 547 universities in the US. These are better statistics than can be quoted for American football. One can also recall the unheard-of interest shown by Americans in the soccer tournament at the 1984 Olympics in Los Angeles. An average of 44,000 spectators gathered for each match then. Overall, the soccer tournament was attended by 1.4 million people, which caused commentators to pronounce the game the most popular sport of the Los Angeles Olympics.
The International Football Federation (FIFA) does not doubt that the 1994 world championship tournament will be a success. "Soccer can gain a lot in the States," says FIFA President Joao Havelange, "which consist of 50 statehoods, each having vast financial resources and all the facilities necessary for the game. I believe, soccer will acquire a new dimension after the World Cup has been staged in the USA."
The organisers of the world championship tournament are equally confident of success. Moreover, they have planned a number of fixtures to be held prior to the tournament and aimed at further popularising soccer. They will start on December 15 with a match in Miami, Florida, between Germany and Argentina - the winner of the world title in 1990 and the finalist. Journalists have already dubbed it a "challenge match". Four days later, a colourful lot-drawing ceremony in which representatives of all the entries in the tournament will take part, will be staged in Las Vegas.
