HISTORY OF EDUCATION

As long as we live we continue to learn, and the education we receive when we are young helps us to continue learning. We are taught to read and write, and are taught many of the essential facts about the world and shown how to sort them out.

The first teachers were fathers and mothers, but very early in the history of man children began to be taught by other people. It is thought schools first started in Egypt 6,000 years ago, and that it was the invention of writing, which made them necessary. Reading and writing were quite different from the skills used in everyday life, and writing made it possible to store up knowledge, which grew with each generation. Only the sons of nobles attended the first Egyptian schools, which taught reading, physical education and good behavior. 

In ancient India the priestly caste decided what should be taught to each of the four castes, or groups, into which people were divided. Only the priestly caste was allowed to learn the Hindu scriptures.

In China, until the 19th century, education was organized according to social classes, and consisted largely of learning the scriptures by heart.

A clear example of the way in which even neighbouring peoples produce different types of education comes from ancient Greece. Sparta and Athens were two Greek states. The Spartans, a hard and warlike people, gave a purely military education. At the age of seven all boys of noble families were taken from their homes and were sent to live in groups. They were kept under a very strict discipline and were taught hunting, military scouting, swimming and the use of weapons. The Spartan despised literature, and some people think they could not even read.
At the very same time, also for the nobles only, the Athenians were building what we call a liberal education - one that helps a man to develop all sides of his nature, helps him to make and appreciate beautiful things and helps him to find the best way of life. They thought it was important to educate the body as well as the mind, and had a programme of physical training, which consisted of running and throwing the discus. As time went on Athenian education paid special attention to reading, writing and literature and these were taught by a special teacher, known as the "grammatist". Common people were not educated, they were trained in craftsmanship, workmanship, trades. Greek philosophers or thinkers always discussed what education should try to do and what it should include. Since those days Greek ideas have influenced European education.

The Romans were very good at organizing, and they were the first people to have schools run by the government free of charge. Throughout their great empire there was a network of these schools which provided for three stages of education. At six or, seven all boys (and some girls) went to the primary school, where they learned "three R's": reading, writing and arithmetic. Most children were not taught more than this but at 12 or 13 boys of the rich families went on to the "grammar" school to study the Greek and Latin languages and their literature. At 16, young nobles who wanted to enter politics or the  service of their country went to the schools of rhetoric to be trained in rhetoric, or public speaking.

STATE EDUCATION IN BRITAN

All state schools in Britain are free, and schools provide their pupils with books and equipment for their studies. Nine million children attend 35, 000 schools in Britain. Education is compulsory from 5-16 years. Parents can choose to send their children to a nursery school or a pre-school play group to prepare them for the start of compulsory education.

Children start primary school at 5 and continue until they are 11. Most children are taught together; boys and girls in the same class.

At 11 most pupils go to secondary schools called comprehensives which accept a wide range of children from all backgrounds and religious and ethnic groups. Ninety per cent of secondary schools in England, Scotland and Wales are co- educational.

At 16 pupils take a national exam called `GCSE` (General Certificate of Secondary Education) and them they can leave school if they wish. This is the end of compulsory education.

Some 16-years-olds continue their studies in the sixth form at school or at a sixth form college. The sixth from prepares pupils for a national exam called `A` level (Advanced Level) at 18. You need `A` levels to enter a university. Other 16-years-olds choose to go to a college of further education to study for more practical (vocational) diplomas relating to the world of work, such as hairdressing, typing or mechanics.

Universities and colleges of higher education accept students with `A` levels from 18. Students study for a degree, which takes an average three years of full- time study. Most students graduate at 21 or 22 are given their degree at a special graduation ceremony.

SCHOOLS IN BRITAIN
   All children and young people between the ages of 4 or 5 and 16 must receive fulltime education in Britain.

   At the age of five all children go to infant school and stay there until they are seven. Then they go to junior school where they study arithmetic, reading and composition, which are all tested subject. History, Geography, Nature Study, Art and Music, Physical education are also included into the timetable.

At 7 and 11years old teachers measure children’s progress in each subject. Pupils are streamed according to their ability to learn into A, B, C and D streams.

Infant and junior schools are the stages of primary education. To receive secondary education most children go to comprehensive school. The large majority of schools teach both boys and girls together. The Curriculum consists of English, mathematics, science, history, geography, technology, music, art, physical education and, for older pupils, a modern language. The young people stay at school till they are 16. Their years at secondary school may lead to General Certificate of secondary education (GCSE)* examinations. They are taken by students all levels of ability in any of a range of subjects.

   16 is a crucial age when young men and women have to decide whether to stay at school, to go on to a college, to look for a job, or to start a Young Training programme.** Those not staying at school or going on to college after the age of 16 normally leave when they have completed their GCSE examinations. Those who choose to stay on at school after GCSE usually study for further years for «A» (advanced) level exams in two or three subjects. 

Some comprehensive schools, however, do not have enough academic courses for them. Students can move either to a grammar school*** or to a sixth-year college**** to get the courses they want.

The «A» level exam is taken at the age of 18, and is the main standard for entry to university education and to many forms of professional training.

An important aspect of academic behavior in the USA is the attitude towards what is called cheating in the classroom, when doing assignments, during quizzes, tests, and exams. Giving unauthorized prompts to your fellow students, using "cribs" and other unauthorized materials, copying other students’ papers and assignments and trying to pass them off as your own, all other cases of plagiarism when, for instance, in her or his paper a student copies whole passages or pages from a coursebook or a scholarly book without citing the source - all these and other similar kinds of behavior are considered as academic cheating. They are treated as a crime. They are absolutely inadmissible. At best the students found guilty of such behavior will be suspended, but quite often dismissed from the university for good. A special record of it may prove a serious obstacle in the student`s future career.
Schools in the United States use their own grading system. However, most grades are either letter grades (А, В, С, D, F) or number grades. (Please, note that in some schools the letter/number grade may vary by one or two points).

BRITAIN’S UNIVERSITIES
There are about 90 universities in Britain. They are divided into three types: the old universities (Oxford, Cambridge and Edinburgh Universities), the 19th century universities such as London and Manchester, and the new universities. Some years ago there were also polytechnics. After graduating from a polytechnics a student got a degree, but it was not a university degree. 31 former polytechnics were given university status in 1992.

Full courses of study offer the degree of Bachelor of Arts or Science. Most degree courses at universities last 3 years, language

CLASSROOM BEHAVIOR IN THE USA

Students in the USA are expected to attend their classes regularly, to prepare for them thoroughly (at least two hours of independent preparation for every class), and to take an active part in classroom discussions and in every kind of classroom work. There is always a deadline for submitting all kinds of written papers, and the paper of a student who is late will not be accepted. In general, if the above conditions and many others are not observed, a lecturer is entitled to assign students lower term grades. Taking into account the importance of grades to American students, it is a great incentive to students’ active participation in classroom work and their classroom discipline. This discipline is quite strict. For instance, both the lecturers and the students are expected to be exactly on time for class sessions, and the students are always in their seats when the professor enters the classroom. But the discipline, though being strict and ensuring diligent students' work, tends to be rather informal.

Americans often dress informally, especially students, both on campus and for class. It is not considered wrong to interrupt instructors with questions, remarks, and comments on what is said, even to challenge their opinions. That is why if a lecturer sees students raising hands during the explanation, she or he usually stops and answers their questions. The Americans believe that for education and learning experience to be successful, they should be approached in an interested, comfortable, and easy-going manner.

Students usually get at the very beginning of the course the written outline of it, that is the topics to be covered in the course, the readings assigned to it, the dates assignments are due, the time of and

Students may receive grants from their Local Education Authority to help pay for books, accommodation, transport and food. This grant depends on the income of their parents.

Most students live away from home, in flats or halls of residence. Students don’t usually have a job during term time because the lessons, called lectures, seminars, classes or tutorials (small groups), are full-time. However, many students now have to work in the evenings.

University life is considered “an experience”. The exams are competitive but the social life and living away from home are also important. The social life is excellent with a lot of clubs, parties, concerts, and bars.

There are not only universities in Britain but also colleges. Colleges offer courses in teacher training, courses in technology and some professions connected with medicine.

EDUCATION IN THE USA


The USA does not have a national system of education. All educational matters are left to states. 50 per cent of funds for education come from state sources, about 40 from local funds, and only 6 per cent from the federal government. There are two major types of schools in the USA— public which are free, and private, or fee-paying. Four of five private schools are run by churches and other religious groups.
Elementary education starts at the age of 6 and continues till 10-11 years. Secondary education is provided from the age 11 — 12. Intermediate school includes grades 6 through 9 for ages 11-12 up to 14—15. A senior high school may include grades 9—10 through 12. A senior high school may be comprehensive, general or vocational. A comprehensive school offers a broad program of academic and vocational education, a general school offers a more limited program. A vocational school focuses on vocational training with some general educational subjects. All such programs — academic, technical, or practical are generally taught under one roof. Nevertheless, many students of high school don't finish it. 1 per cent of American citizens at the age of 14 can neither read, nor write. High school students who wish to attend a college or a university go through one of the two standard tests — SAT (Scholastic Aptitude Test) and ACT (American College Test). They are given by non-profit, non-governmental organizations.
There are several ways to continue in education: universities, colleges, community colleges, and technical and vocational schools. A university in the USA usually consists of several colleges; each college specializes in a subject area. There are colleges of liberal arts, colleges of education and business colleges. A program for undergraduates usually takes four years and leads to the Bachelor of Arts or Science degree. After that, students may leave the university or go on for a graduate or professional degree. The university may be funded from several different sources. A publicly funded university gets some money form the state government. A privately funded university gets money from private sources only. A university may be funded by a religious group.
College students usually spend four years at the college, too, and get the Bachelor's degree. In contrast to universities, colleges don't have graduate or professional programs. Colleges in the USA differ greatly in size — they may include from 100 students to 5000 and more. Most of the larger institutions fall into the category of universities, the largest being the University of California, State university of New York, New York university, Columbia University and others.
The course of study in a community college lasts two years and doesn't lead to any degree. Community colleges may give courses in the regular academic subjects or subject like dental technology, sewing and other non-academic subjects. Not all students of community colleges have high school diplomas.
Technical, or vocational schools have no academic programs and provide only job training. Programs may take from six months to two years and more.
